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INSTRUCTIONS TO AUTHORS

Authors are required to submit manuscripts electronically using
the Journal of Lipid Research Online Submission and Review System
available at http: //www.jlr.org/submit. Only PDF format may be sub-
mitted online to JLR. All color art must be in RGB format.

Scope

The Journal of Lipid Research (/LR) publishes original articles
and reviews in the broadly defined area of biological lipids.
Manuscripts relating to lipids, including those addressing problems
in biochemistry, molecular biology, structural biology, cell biology,
genetics, molecular medicine, clinical medicine, and metabolism, are
encouraged. Major criteria for acceptance of articles are new insights
into mechanisms of lipid function and metabolism and/or genes reg-
ulating lipid metabolism along with sound primary experimental
data. Interpretation of the data is the authors’ responsibility, and
speculation should be labeled as such. Manuscripts that provide new
ways of purifying, identifying, and quantifying lipids are invited for
the Methods section of the Journal. Because /LR has worldwide distri-
bution, it encourages contributions from investigators in all coun-
tries, but articles must be submitted in clear and concise English.

Prior Publication

The JLR publishes original and review articles. Except for re-
view articles, the JLR will not publish articles in which a significant
portion of the data, in the form of text, figures, and tables, has
been published or submitted for publication elsewhere. In accor-
dance with this policy, the JLR requires that the authors state, in
their cover letter, that no significant amount of data reported in
their manuscript has been published elsewhere or is under consid-
eration for publication elsewhere. If some of the data presented in
the manuscript have been previously published, or such is contem-
plated, a reprint or a copy of the manuscript must accompany the
article. If, in the Editor’s judgment, the prior publication renders
the submitted article nonoriginal, the manuscript will be returned
to the authors immediately, without review.

Studies Involving Human Subjects and Patient-Oriented and
Epidemiological Research

The research described in papers submitted to JLR, including
patient-oriented and epidemiological research articles, that involve
the use of human beings, must adhere to the principles of the
Declaration of Helsinki (see http:/www.wma.net/e/policy/b3.htm),
as well as to Title 45, US Code of Federal Regulations, Part 46,
Protection of Human Subjects, Revised November 13, 2001, effective
December 13, 2001 (see http://hhs.gov/ohrp/humansubjects/
guidance/45cfr46.htm). These studies must be approved by an appro-
priate Institutional Review Board or Committee, and informed consent
must be obtained from the human subjects or their representatives.
If registration of clinical studies is required in accord with the
International Committee of Medical Journal Editors (ICMJE) (see
http: /prsinfo.clinicaltrials.gov/icmje.html and http:/www.icmje.org),
then such registration must be indicated in a footnote in the
manuscript.

The Methods section of the paper must include: 1) a statement of
protocol approval from an Institutional Review Board or Committee
and 2) a statement that informed consent was obtained from the
human subjects or their representatives.

Ethical Use of Animals in Research

All investigations involving animals that are reported in manu-
scripts submitted to /LR must be conducted in conformity with the
Public Health Service (PHS) Policy on Humane Care and Use of
Laboratory Animals, incorporated in the Institute for Laboratory
Animal Research (ILAR) Guide for Care and Use of Laboratory
Animals (see http://dels.nas.edu/ilar n/ilarhome/guide.shtml). All
such investigations must be approved by an appropriate Institutional
Review Board or Committee.

All papers submitted to JLR that include investigations involving
animals must include in the Methods section: 1) a statement indicating
that the research was conducted in conformity with this PHS policy
and 2) a statement that the studies were approved by an appropriate
Institutional Review Board or Committee.

Lipid Classification, Nomenclature, and Structural Representation

In preparing manuscripts, JLR recommends the use of the classifica-
tion, nomenclature, and structural representation of lipids used by the
LIPID MAPS Initiative (see Fahy et al. J. Lipid Res. 2005. 46: 839-862).
You can download lipid structures directly from the LIPID MAPS
Structure Database (http://www.lipidmaps.org). This database draws
structures de novo, allowing you to insert them into your documents.
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Monoclonal Antibodies

Papers in which monoclonal antibodies constitute an essential
reagent must contain a footnote indicating how a qualified investigator
can obtain the antibody or a sample of the parent hybridoma cells.

Manuscript Categories

1. Full-length regular research articles. Such articles present origi-
nal research and address a clearly stated specific hypothesis or ques-
tion. Papers should provide novel approaches and new insights into
the problem addressed. Manuscripts dealing with mechanisms are
especially encouraged.

Review process. Manuscripts are assigned to Associate Editors or
Editorial Board members, who determine whether methods are
adequate and if data support the conclusions drawn and provide
new and exciting information that is of the high quality expected by
JLR. Papers generally will be assigned to at least two reviewers in
addition to the Associate Editor, and the final determination of
publication will be made by the Associate Editor in consultation
with the Editorial Board.

2. Methods papers. The editors will consider significant new/
novel contributions in the field of lipid methodology; the paper
must provide sufficient details so that the method can be readily
reproduced. These papers should be short and concise. At the time
of submission the authors should indicate that the manuscript is a
Methods manuscript.

Review process. Similar to that of a full-length regular research article.

3. Review articles. The Journal welcomes critical reviews on cur-
rent, timely topics. Reviews should be concise and should provide a
balanced analysis and summary of the topic. The information should
be understandable to scientists in other related fields. A good and
critical review will develop new insights into the field and propose
potential new research opportunities.

Review process. Reviews need to stand up to the scrutiny of experts
in the field; the manuscripts will be reviewed by an Associate Editor
and at least one member of the Editorial Board.

4. Reports. Short reports (max 2,000 words) of special interest, such
as conference summaries of immediate importance, nomenclature,
and timely information, will be considered for publication.

Review process. Subject to approval by the Editor and Deputy Editor
for relevance and timeliness, these will be reviewed by an Associate
Editor and/or at least one member of the Editorial Board.

5. Patient-oriented and epidemiological research articles. Such arti-
cles will include studies in which human subjects play an important role
and where at least one of the authors has had direct contact with the
subjects. For example, a study where a perturbation is used to gain
mechanistic or clinically relevant information would meet the criteria.
It does not matter if the samples (blood, other fluids, tissue, cells)
derived from the subjects in the study are subsequently used in an in
Vvivo, ex vivo, or in vitro analysis (for example, the incubation of lipopro-
teins with cells). What does matter is that the results be linked to char-
acteristics of the human sources of the samples (individuals or groups)
and that someone on the investigatory team has actually seen the
patients (as opposed to blood or tissue from a blood bank or tissue
bank). For example, genetic studies where participants are seen by one
of the authors and where either baseline or pre- and post-perturbation
biochemical, biophysical, and/or demographic data obtained meet the
criteria. In summary, papers appearing in the Patient-Oriented and
Epidemiological Research category must have some link to particu-
lar human characteristics. These manuscripts must include a state-
ment of institutional approval of the study and informed consent of
the participants.

Review process. Manuscripts are assigned to Associate Editors or
Editorial Board Members who determine whether methods are ade-
quate and if data support the conclusions drawn and provide new and
exciting information that is of the high quality expected by JLR. Papers
will generally be assigned to at least two reviewers in addition to the
Associate Editor, and the final determination of publication will be
made by the Associate Editor in consultation with the Editorial Board.

Charges to Authors

There is a per-page charge for all published manuscripts of
US$55, as well as a charge of US$450 per color figure. (Note: when
using the electronic submission system, any figure submitted in
color will be reviewed and processed with the understanding that
the figure will be published in color.)

Manuscript Preparation

Instructions are to be followed exactly to avoid delay of the manu-
script review process. Manuscripts must be submitted electronically at
the submission site (www.jlr.org/submit), where there are easy-to-follow
instructions for registering and submitting a manuscript. Submission



online must be in PDF format (maximum size 5 MB), with text, tables,
and figures in one file, and the figure number clearly displayed on each
figure. Inclusion of an E-mail address is essential for all communica-
tion, and the proofs will be sent electronically via E-mail.

Please note that, if accepted, JLR will automatically publish the
accepted version of the manuscript online as a /LR Paper in Press (in
PDF format), without copyediting or typesetting. Therefore, it is crit-
ical that the manuscript should be prepared with great care before
submitting online. It is particularly important that the title and
authors be correct, since this information will become part of the
paper’s permanent record in Medline (for further information
regarding JLR Papers in Press, please refer to the /LR web site at
http://www.jlr.org).

Cover letter. A cover letter must accompany the manuscript and
should include a statement regarding prior publication (see Prior
Publication above). Authors must also indicate in the cover letter if
all listed authors have not seen and approved the manuscript as sub-
mitted, with an explanation as to why, e.g., deceased author or
author unreachable out of country, etc.

To expedite the review process, authors are encouraged to submit
the names and E-mail addresses of four or five potential reviewers.
Please also indicate in the cover letter if supplemental material (for
publication online only) or material related to the manuscript and
intended for the reviewers only is being submitted with the manu-
script. The cover letter must be prepared in plain unformatted text,
ready to be copied and pasted or typed directly into the web site. The
cover letter must not be included in the body of the manuscript.

Organization of the Manuscript

Text and Tables. The text and tables should be prepared using
Microsoft Word (version 6.0 or later) and should contain the follow-
ing sections in the order listed: 1) title page, 2) abstract and supple-
mentary key words, 3) main text, 4) acknowledgments and notice of
grant support (if appropriate), 5) references, 6) footnotes to text (if
any), 7) figure legends, and 8) tables. Each section must begin on a
new page, and all pages must be numbered consecutively. Figures
should not be included with the text.

Title page. The title should fit on two printed lines (about 110
characters including spaces). The title page should include title,
author(s), institution from which the manuscript is submitted,
abbreviated title for a running footline (maximum of 60 characters
including spaces), and all contact information for the corresponding
author (mailing address, telephone and fax numbers, and E-mail
address). Footnotes to title page and to text should be kept to a mini-
mum, numbered consecutively, and printed on a separate page.

Abbreviations and terminology. Please refer to the published
abbreviation list (http://www.jlr.org/misc/JLRabbrevlist.pdf) for
those standard abbreviations that may be used without definition in
JLR. All other abbreviations should be listed and explained in an
unnumbered footnote on the title page. Single letter abbreviations
are discouraged. Abbreviated terms should be defined on first occur-
rence in the abstract and text.

For common abbreviations and other points of style, JLR follows
the conventions of Scientific Style and Format: the CSE Manual for
Authors, Editors, and Publishers, 7th edition (Council of Science
Editors, Style Manual Committee. Reston, VA: The Council; 2006);
Nomenclature of Lipids (Recommendations 1976), IUPAC-IUB
Commission of Biochemical Nomenclature. J. Lipid Res. 1978. 19:
114-128; for chemical nomenclature, Chemical Abstracts; and for
enzyme terminology, Enzyme Nomenclature, Recommendations (1992)
of the Nomeclature Committee of the International Union of
Biochemistry and Molecular Biology, Academic Press, Inc., New York.

Abstract. An abstract, maximum 200 words, should precede each
article. It should state objectives, newly observed findings, and the
conclusions drawn from these observations. The abstract should not
contain reference numbers. At the end of the abstract there should
be a short conclusion of not more than two or three sentences.

The abstract must also be copied and pasted or typed directly into
the web site (in plain unformatted text).

Supplementary key words. Up to 10 supplementary key words or
phrases should be appended to every abstract. Key words should not
appear in the title or running footline.

Tables. Tables should be prepared using the Table feature of
Microsoft Word and should be placed at the end of the text file. Each
table (one per page) should have a descriptive title and should be
prepared double-spaced and numbered with Arabic figures. Tables

should be intelligible without reference to the text. Table footnotes
should be indicated by superscripted lowercase italic letters.

Figures. The figure number must be clearly displayed on each fig-
ure submitted in the PDF. The number of illustrations should be kept
to a minimum, and figures should be intelligible without reference to
the text. Most charts and graphs will be reduced to fit a single column.
For the printed page, final column widths are: single column, 3.25
inches; double column, 7 inches. Final height for figures and their text
legends should not exceed 9.5 inches. When preparing figures please
note: all lines must be bold, avoid hairlines, and use Helvetica font
when possible.

Figure files for accepted manuscripts.

All color art must be in RGB format. When saving, always embed
any ICC profile you have been working with.

If a manuscript is accepted, high-resolution digital files (a separate
file for each figure) will be required for print and online publication.
For information about producing quality figures, go to our printer’s
website: http://dx.sheridan.com.

Line art. Vector EPS files are preferred for line art. Otherwise,
raster EPS or TIFF files may be submitted and should have a mini-
mum of 1,000 dpi resolution. All lines must be bold, and hairlines
should be avoided.

Halftones and color. Digital files should be supplied in TIFF format
with a minimum resolution of 300 dpi (for figures without type or
lettering) or 600 dpi (for figures with type or lettering).

References. Responsibility for the accuracy of the references
lies solely with the author(s). References should be numbered
consecutively (in parentheses) in the order in which they are
cited in the text. The reference list should be double-spaced and
begin on a new page. All authors, titles, and inclusive pages are
to be listed (“et al.” is not acceptable and will result in a delay in
copyediting). Unpublished observations, personal communications,
or papers submitted for publication should not be included in the
reference list, but should appear parenthetically in the text, and the
names and initials of all authors must be provided. Written approval
by the person(s) cited in personal communications must accompany
the manuscript. “In press” papers may appear in the reference list
with the words “In press” in place of the volume number and page
range. Submit a PDF file of “In press” articles with the manuscript.
References to abstracts are permitted when the abstract is the sole
source of the information. Abbreviations of journals should conform
to those used in Index Medicus, National Library of Medicine. The fol-
lowing style is to be used:

Journal articles: First author’s last name, initials, second author’s ini-
tials, last name, etc. Year. Title of article. Name of Journal. Volume: inclu-
sive pages. (Example: Burstein, M., H. R. Scholnick, and R. Morfin.
1970. Rapid method for isolation of lipoproteins from human serum
by precipitation with polyanions. J. Lipid Res. 11: 583-595.)

Books: Authors’ names as above. Year. Title of Book. Publisher,
City, State. Inclusive pages cited. (Example: Snedecor, G. W., and W. G.
Cochran. 1967. Statistical Methods. 6th ed. Iowa State University Press,
Ames, TA. 342-343.)

Articles in Books: Authors’ names as above. Year. Title of article.
In Title of Book. Initials and last name(s) of editor(s). Publisher,
City, State. Inclusive pages of article. (Example: Sweeley, C. C., and
G. Dawson. 1969. Lipids of the erythrocyte. In Red Cell Membrane.
G. A. Jamieson and T. W. Greenwalt, editors. J. B. Lippincott,
Philadelphia, PA. 172-228.)

Supplemental Data

Supplemental material, including Quick Time videos, may be
submitted for inclusion in the online version of JLR. Such sup-
plementary material will be reviewed as part of the manuscript.
Files may be prepared in any format, but text, figures, and tables
must be converted to PDF format before submission.
